
Iberian Circuit and Morocco

1 6  d a y s /  1 5  n i g h t s

Day 1 – Madrid
Reception at the airport, transfer to the
hotel and check in.
Free time for first contacts with the
beautiful city of Madrid, a city with
more than three million inhabitants and
the Spanish capital since 1561.
Dinner at the hotel and overnight.

Day 2 – Madrid
After breakfast in the hotel, a
panoramic tour of the city of Madrid,
visiting its main districts and
monuments: Plaza de Espanha, with
the monument to Cervantes; Gran Vía;
Plaza de Cibeles, with its harmonious
fountain dedicated to the Greek
goddess of agriculture and fertility;
Paseo del Prado with its famous
museum, the old Atocha train station,
today decorated with a beautiful
tropical garden, the Retiro Park; the
Plaza de Toros de Las Ventas, the
most beautiful in Spain; the Paseo de
la Castellana; Plaza de la Puerta del
Sol; and Plaza de Oriente, with the
Royal Palace, Opera House and statue
of Philip IV. In the afternoon we will
visit the surroundings of Madridd, the
Royal Monastery of San Lorenzo de El
Escorial and the Valley of the Caidos.
Dinner at the hotel and overnight.

Day 3 – Madrid / Toledo / Madrid
After breakfast, take a half-day
excursion to the fortified city of Toledo,
the former capital of Spain, which
reached its height in the 16th century.
It is today a museum city and a
UNESCO World Heritage Site, with a
visit to the Cathedral, Saint Tomé
Church, Santa Maria La Blanca
Synagogue and San Juan de los Reys
Church. Return to Madrid and
afternoon free at leisure.
In the evening, dinner in a typical
restaurant.
Return to the hotel and overnight.

Day 4 – Madrid / Córdoba / Madrid
Breakfast at the hotel.
At a time to be determined locally, we
will go to Cordoba. Arrival and free
time for lunch.
In the afternoon, a panoramic tour of
the city and the Cordoba Mosque, a
World Heritage Site, which was once
the most important outside the Islamic
World.
Dinner at the hotel and overnight.
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Day 5 – Madrid / Granada
Breakfast at the hotel and check out.
At a time to be determined, departure
to Granada. Arrival and visit to the
Alhambra, former palace and
fortification complex of Islamic
monarchs, named for one of the 7
Wonders of the World, a UNESCO
World Heritage Site and jewel of
Islamic civil architecture.
We recommend a visit to the Cathedral
and the Royal Chapel where are the
remains of the Catholic Kings.
Dinner at the hotel and overnight.

Day 6 – Granada / Ronda / Mijas /
Costa do Sol
Breakfast at the hotel and check out.
At a time to be determined locally, we
will head to the historic city of Ronda,
where we will admire its magnificent
landscape and one of the oldest
bullring in the world. After the visit, we
will continue to Mijas, typical
Andalusian Pueblo, especially the
white houses. Continue to Marbella
and visit Porto Banus.
Free time. Dinner in Torremolinos.
Overnight.

Day 7 – Costa do Sol / Tarifa /
Tangier / Fez
Breakfast, check out and departure to
Tarifa. Border and boarding formalities
for Tangier.Landing and continuation to
Fez, first Imperial City and religious

and cultural capital of Morocco.
Dinner at the hotel and overnight.

Day 8 – Fez / Meknes / Fez
Breakfast and start of the city visit,
visiting the Royal Palace Gate, the
Andalusian Quarter, the Jewish
Quarter and the Great Medina, where
we will find in its narrow streets its local
commerce, its professions and its
Medrasas. Lunch at a restaurant in the
Medina.
In the afternoon visit the last Imperial
City to visit Bab Mansour and the
Royal Stables.
Return to Fez, dinner at the hotel and
overnight.

Day 9 – Fez / Ifrane / Beni Mellal /
Marrakech
Breakfast, check out and departure
towards the Middle Atlas to Ifrane ski
resort, located in the middle Atlas and
considered “Moroccan Switzerland.
Short stop. Continuation to Ains
Aserdun to visit Beni Mellal Fountains
and free time for lunch.
In the afternoon, departure to
Marrakech, crossing the agricultural
fields of Morocco. Arrive and briefly
stop at Dejmel Fna Square where you
may have the feeling of returning to
ancient times, with the jugglers, snake
charmers, storytellers, etc.
Dinner at the hotel and overnight.
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Day 10 – Marrakech
Breakfast and start of the city visit
including the Palace of Badia, the
Menara Gardens, Tombs Saadinos, the
Lark Tower, and the Medina. Free
afternoon. In the evening typical
Moroccan dinner in Fantasia featuring
the barber riders and the High Atlas
tribes.
Dinner at the hotel and overnight.

Day 11 – Marrakech / Casablanca /
Rabat / Tangier
Breakfast, check out and departure to
Casablanca, Morocco's economic
capital and one of Africa's most
important commercial ports. Visit the
Hassan II Mosque, one of the largest in
the world and the Corniche.
Continuation to Rabt.
Free time for lunch and visit to the
Capital of Morocco including the Royal
Palace, Mausoleum Mohamed V and
Hassan Tower.
After the visit, continue to Tangier.
Arrival, check in the hotel and
overnight.

Day 12 – Tangier / Gibraltar /
Seville
Breakfast, check out and boarding to
Tarifa. Arrival and continuation to
Gibraltar, English enclave in Spanish
territory that dominates the Strait of
Gibraltar, obligatory passage of the

maritime movement between the
Atlantic and the Mediterranean. Free
time to visit and lunch.
In the afternoon continue to Seville.
Arrival, dinner at the hotel and
overnight.

Day 13 – Seville
After breakfast in the hotel, visit this
charming city: Maria Luisa Park,
donated to the city of Seville by
Princess Maria Luisa in the 19th
century, and where several buildings
were built for the Ibero-American
Exposition of 1929, among which the
Plaza de España, considered the most
spectacular, decorated with tiles
alluding to the various Spanish cities,
the Cathedral, the largest gothic
building in the world, where the
Christopher Columbus' tomb is
(entrance), the Giralda (former mosque
minaret, later transformed into the bell
tower of the Cathedral), the Alcazar,
former residence of the sultans of
Seville (entrance) and the fascinating
Jewish quarter of Santa Cruz.
Free afternoon to visit for personal
taste, shopping or take an optional tour
in Gualdalquivir.
Dinner at the hotel. In the evening,
watch a Flamenco show.
Return to the hotel and overnight.
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Day 14 – Seville / Évora / Lisbon
Breakfast, check out and departure towards Alentejo.
Arrive at the monumental UNESCO World Heritage Site, and visit the historical
part of the city, passing by the Roman Temple, also known as Diana Temple, Sé,
Giraldo Square and Saint Francis Church where you can visit the Bones Chapel.
Free time for lunch.
In the afternoon, continue to Lisbon. Dinner at the hotel and overnight.

Day 15 – Lisbon / Sintra / Cabo da Roca / Cascais / Estoril / Lisbon
Breakfast at the hotel and private sightseeing tour of the most important sights of
the city: Belém Tower, Jeronimos Monastery, etc. Free lunch.
In the afternoon, stroll to the beautiful Sintra and its beautiful Serra, the famous
Cabo da Roca, the European most western point, the beautiful fishing village of
Cascais and the cosmopolitan village of Estoril where you can find the Estoril
Casino.
Return to Lisbon, and, in the evening, out for dinner in a fado house. Return to the
hotel and overnight.

Day 16 – Lisbon
Breakfast at the hotel and check out.
On time determine locally, transfer to the airport.
